The current Bruny Island Online Access Centre Advisory Committee (BIOACAC) was formed as an outcome of Online Access Centre Community Forum of 13 August 2008. The Committee ensures community input to allow Online Centre service delivery to match community expectations. Recent BIOACAC meetings have identified the following as requiring attention

Extra floor space

Potable water including sink and disposal

Car park extension and surfacing.

The centre has been operating in the southern half of the log cabin since July 1997 and is experiencing increasing patronage both by locals and visitors particularly during  the tourist  season. The Centre is claustrophobic with very little privacy for patrons and provides for challenging solutions when training courses are conducted. We require space for document storage, an extra one/two computer stations including extra space for our existing 4 computer stations for privacy and comfort reasons and a sink with potable water and associated disposal. The car park expansion and surfacing will be handled as a separate project.

This letter is to seek your support for our Online Centre expansion into the north end of the log cabin which is currently used as BIDS storage. I have had an on site meeting with BIDS Principal who agrees in principle to our proposal.

Any associated refurbishment works costs will be funded 2009/10 by Tasmanian Communities Online Department of Education.
